Zurnale lietuviy ir angly kalbomis skelbiami originalas istorijos, archeologijos, kalbos, literatiros ir etno-
logijos moksliniai straipsniai, $altiniy publikacijos, leidiniy recenzijos, anotacijos. Straipsnio (su visais
priedais) apimtis — ne daugiau kaip 40000 spaudos Zenkly (su tarpeliais). Autoriy pateikti straipsniai yra re-
cenzuojami bent dviejy recenzenty.

Straipsnio sandaros reikalavimai

1. Straipsnis pradedamas antraste, autoriaus (autoriy) vardu ir pavarde, mokslo jstaigos, kurioje atlik-
tas darbas, pavadinimu ir adresu. Pateikiama trumpa lietuviska santrauka ir ne daugiau kaip penki
raktazodziai.

2. Straipsnio jvade turi bati suformuluotas tyrimy tikslas ir uzdaviniai, apibréZiamas tyrimy objektas,
nagrinéjamos problemos i$tyrimo laipsnis, tyrimo metodai, aktualumas ir (ar) naujumas.

3. Pagrindinégje straipsnio dalyje pateikiama autoriaus atlikta analizé ir i§samios tyrimo i$vados.
Pageidautina, kad tyrimo medZiaga bty skaidoma j smulkesnes dalis. Kiekviena jy buty pradedama
paantraste.

4. Straipsnis baigiamas santrauka angly ar lietuviy kalba.

5. Po straipsnio pridedamas abécélinis literatiiros ir $altiniy sgrasas. Galimi ir kiti priedai.

6.  Straipsnio pabaigoje nurodoma publikacijos jteikimo data.

Teksto reikalavimai. Minimy mokslininky vardai, pirma karta juos minint, netrumpinami, véliau prie
pavardés pirmoji vardo raidé neragoma, i§skyrus tuos atvejus, kai yra dvi ir daugiau vienody pavardziy. Tada
inicialas raSomas prie$ pavarde. Kirilika rasyty $altiniy ir publikacijy autoriai tekste pateikiami lotynisky rai-
dziy perrasa. Senieji asmenvardziai gali buti raSomi dabartine rasyba, originali jy forma pateikiama literatiros
ir altiniy sarase.

Cituojamos publikacijos pateikiamos i$na$ose sutrumpintai: nurodant autoriaus pavarde, publikacijos i$-
leidimo metus ir puslapj. Tikslas publikacijos duomenys pateikiami tik literataros ir $altiniy sarase.

Citatas kitomis kalbomis galima pateikti dvejopai - tekste originalo kalba arba i$versta (tada originali cita-
ta pateikiama i$nasoje). Ilgos citatos gali buti pateikiamos po komentaro atskira pastraipa smulkesniu $riftu.

Literataros ir Saltiniy reikalavimai. Straipsnio pabaigoje cituojama literatara ir $altiniy publikacijos pa-
teikiamos abécéliniu sgrasu pagal autorius ar pirmajj publikacijos pavadinimo Zodj.

Nurodoma autoriaus pavardé, vardas, publikacijos pavadinimas, knygos (ar Zurnalo) pavadinimas, tomas
(ar numeris), leidimo vieta, leidykla, leidimo metai, puslapiai. Knygos ar Zurnalo pavadinimas raSomas pasvi-
rusiu $riftu (kursyvu). Zurnaly leidimo vietos ir leidyklos nurodyti nereikia.

Kirilika rasyti publikacijy pavadinimai sarase pateikiami originalo kalba ir ragyba.

Zurnalo redakcijai turi bati pateiktas straipsnio bei jo priedy komplektas, atspausdintas popieriuje (A4
formatas, tarp eilu¢iy 2 intervalai) ir jragytas kompaktinéje ploksteléje (programa Microsoft Word, nespalvotos
(spalvotos skelbiamos internete) geros kokybés skaitmeninés iliustracijos (*.tiff, *.jpg arba *.cdr; rezoliucija
225 dpi).

Straipsnius praome siysti Zurnalo redkolegijos pirmininkui Eugenijui Jovai$ai (Lietuvos moksly akade-
mija (HSM skyrius), Gedimino pr. 3, LT-01103 Vilnius). Redakcijai jteikiamas straipsnis turi bati autoriaus pa-
sira$ytas, taip pat turi bati nurodytas autoriaus jstaigos (arba namy) bei elektroninio pasto adresas, telefonas.

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Guidelines for contributors

The journal publishes original scientific articles on history, archaeology, language, literature and ethnology,
as well as sources, reviews and annotations. The scope of an article (with all appendices) should not exceed
40000 characters (with spaces). Articles presented for publication will be reviewed by at least two reviewers.

Requirements for the composition of the article

1. Anarticle should start with the title, the name and surname of the author or co-authors and the name

and address of the institution where it was written. A short abstract and no more than five key words
should be enclosed.

2. The preface of the article should state the aim and tasks and define the object of the research, the level

of investigation of a problem, methods of the research, its topicality and(or) novelty.

3. Thebody of the article should present the research and comprehensive conclusions. It is desirable to

split the material into smaller parts, each of which should have a subtitle.

4. Atthe end of the article, a summary in English or Lithuanian should be presented.

5. An alphabetical list of references and sources should be included. Other appendices are also pos-

sible.

6. Atthe end of the text the date when the article was presented should be indicated.

Requirements for the text. The names of the researchers mentioned in the article for the first time should
be presented in full form; later, the initial of the first name is not required, unless there are two or more similar
surnames. In such case, the initials should be presented before the surname. Names of authors of sources and
publications written in Cyrillic alphabet should be presented in Latin transcription. Old personal names can be
presented in modern orthography with their original form given in the list of references and sources.

Quoted publications should be presented in abbreviated form in footnotes: the name of the author, pub-
lication date and the number of pages. Detailed information about a publication should be presented only in
the list of references and sources.

Quotations in other languages may be given either in the original language in the text or as a translation
(in this case, the original quotation should be presented in the footnote). Long quotations may be given after a
commentary as a separate paragraph in a smaller font size.

Requirements for references and sources. At the end of the article, the quoted works and sources should
be presented in alphabetical order according to the author’s name or the first word of the title of a publica-
tion.

The name and surname of the author, the title of the publication, the title of the book (or journal), volume
(or issue), place of publication, publishing house, year of publication and the number of pages should be indi-
cated. The title of a book or journal should be italicized. It is not necessary to indicate the place of publication
or publishing house for journals.

Titles of publications in Cyrillic should be presented in the original language and orthography.

The Editorial Board requests contributors to present the article and its appendices both in printed form
(A4 format with a double line spacing) and in electronic format on a CD, the latter prepared using Microsoft
Word, with illustrations of a good quality, black-and-white in a digital form (*.tiff, *.jpg or *.cdr with a resolution
of 225 dpi); colour illustrations are preferable for the internet version.
