4. Pateikiama straipsnio ir visy jo priedy 2 komp-
lektai ir jrasas j diskelj (programa WINWORD (6.0
arba 7.0), iliustracijy byly formatas ,tif“, , pcx“ arba
»XIs“). Straipsnio tekstas spausdinamas A4 formato
baltame popieriuje. Bendra straipsnio apimtis kom-
piuteriu rinkto teksto ne daugiau kaip 16 puslapiy.
Kai yra iliustracijos ir lentelés, teksto apimtis atitin-
kamai mazesne. Tarp eilu¢iy — du intervalai.

5. Straipsnio struktira: straipsnio antrasté; auto-
riy vardai ir pavardes; istaigos, kurioje darbas atlik-
tas, pavadinimas ir adresas; straipsnio tekstas (su-
skirstomas skyriais: jvadas, kuriame pagrindziamas
darbo tikslingumas; metodika; rezultatai ir diskusija);
literattiros sarasas; santraukos lietuviy arba angly kal-
bomis po 0,5 psl.; lentelés; iliustracijy pavadinimy
saraSas (ne angly k. straipsniams — ir angly kalba);
iliustracijos.
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6. Kiekviena lentelé spausdinama atskirame lape,
numeruojama ir turi pavadinima (ne angly k. straips-
niy ir angly kalba).

7. lliustracijy originalai pateikiami voke, ant jo nu-
rodoma autoriaus pavarde ir straipsnio pavadinimas.
Iliustracijos turi buiti kompaktiskos, tinkamos poligra-
fiskai reprodukuoti: piesiniai — ryskis, fotografijos (tik
pozityvai, blizganc¢iame popieriuje) — kontrastingos,
bréziniai — braiZymo popieriuje tusu arba atlikti kom-
piuteriu ir atspausti lazeriniu spausdintuvu. Antras
iliustracijy egzempliorius gali biiti padaugintas daugi-
nimo aparatais. Visi jrasai daromi standartiniu techni-
niu $riftu (jraSy pasvirimo kampas — 75° arba vertika-
lus).

Instructions to Authors

1. The journal publishes scientific original and re-
view papers in the following fields: general ecology
(autecology, sinecology), the organism and its envi-
ronment, landscape ecology, land systems ecology,
water systems ecology, ecological parasitology, an-
thropogenic impact on the systems, ecosystems
modelling, ecosystems preservation.

2. The journal publishes papers on floral and
faunal biocenoses description of new species, how-
ever, with the preference of works corresponding to
the scope of the journal. Since 1994 the journal al-
so publishes chronicle — information about the main-
tained dissertations, published works on ecological
subjects, conferences, scientific contacts, jubilees.

3. Papers are published in Lithuanian, English
and Russian.

4. The paper should be submitted in two hard
copies and a CD version (WINWORD 6.0 or 7.0,
illustration file formats tif, pcx or xis). Manuscripts
should be typed double-spaced on white paper, size
Ad4. The volume of the paper must not exceed 16
computer-typed pages, including figures, graphs and
tables.

5. The text should normally be divided into
Abstract, Introduction, Materials and Methods, Re-
sults, Discussion, Acknowledgements, References (in
original language), Summary in English or Lithua-
nian (0.5 page), Tables and Figure Legends. Key
words should be indicated after Abstract. The title
page should contain (a) the title of the article; (b)
the first name, initials of other names, and the last
name of each author (no academic degrees); (c)
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name of department(s) and institution(s) to which
the work should be attributed; (d) name, mailing
and e-mail address, telephone number of author res-
ponsible for correspondence about the manuscript.

6. Submit each Table Readed and on a separate
sheet.

7. Submit two complete sets of figures (one of
which must be original) professionally drawn and
photographed, preferably sharp, glossy black-and-
white photographic prints of the ready-for-print size.
Diagrams and sketches should be in a state suitable
for direct reproduction. When symbols, arrows, num-
bers or letters are used to identify parts of the il-
lustrations, identify and explain each one clearly in
the legend. Each figure should have a label pasted
on its back, indicating number of the figure and
names of authors. The top should be indicated. The
legends should be typed on a separate sheet.

8. References should be numbered consecutively
in the order as they are first mentioned in the text,
by arabic numerals in square brackets. For referen-
ces to manuscripts accepted but not yet published,
designate the journal and add (in press). Informa-
tion from manuscripts submitted but not yet accepted
should be cited in the text as (unpublished observa-
tions).

9. The paper (and later its layout) should be
signed by authors.
