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NURODYMAI STRAIPSNIY AUTORIAMS

Zurnale skelbiami originaliis moksliniai straipsniai ir 3altiniy publika-
cijos iS Siy mokslo sriciy: dailétyros, muzikologijos, teatrologijos. Taip
pat publikuojamos moksliniy leidiniy recenzijos, anotacijos. Straipsniai
skelbiami lietuviy, angly ir lenky kalbomis, retais atvejais — kitomis kalbo-
mis. Straipsnio (su visais priedais) apimtis — ne daugiau kaip 40 000 spau-
dos Zenkly (su tarpeliais). Autoriy pateikti straipsniai yra recenzuojami bent
dviejy recenzenty.

STRAIPSNIO STRUKTORA: Straipsnio antrasté, autoriy vardai ir pavardés,
istaigos, kurioje darbas atliktas, pavadinimas ir adresas, elektroninio pasto
adresas; anotacija, raktazodziai; pagrindinis tekstas; literatiros sarasas;

I3nados (literatdros, 3altiniy nuorodos ir paaiskinimai) pateikiamos
puslapio apacioje. Po straipsnio pridedamas abécélinis literataros ir Saltiniy
sarasas. Straipsnio pabaigoje nurodoma publikacijos jteikimo data.

TEKSTO REIKALAVIMAL. Minimy mokslininky vardai, pirma karta juos mi-
nint, netrumpinami, véliau prie pavardés pirmoji vardo raidé neraoma,
i3skyrus tuos atvejus, kai yra dvi ir daugiau vienody pavardziy. Tada inici-
alas rasomas prie$ pavarde. Kirilika rasyty Saltiniy ir publikacijy autoriai
tekste pateikiami lotynisky raidZiy perrasa. Senieji asmenvardziai gali
bati raSomi dabartine rasyba, originali jy forma pateikiama literatdros
ir Saltiniy sarase.

Cituojamos publikacijos pateikiamos iSnasose sutrumpintai: nuro-
dant autoriaus pavarde, publikacijos ileidimo metus ir puslapj. Tikslds
publikacijos duomenys pateikiami tik literataros ir Saltiniy sarase.

Straipsnio pabaigoje cituo-
jamos literatiros ir 3altiniy publikacijos pateikiamos abécéliniu sarasu
pagal autorius ar pirmajj publikacijos pavadinimo Zodj. Kirilika rasyti pu-
blikacijy pavadinimai sarase pateikiami originalo kalba ir rasyba.

Nurodoma autoriaus pavardé, vardas, publikacijos pavadinimas,
knygos (ar Zurnalo) pavadinimas, tomas (ar numeris), leidimo vieta, lei-
dykla, leidimo metai, puslapiai. Knygos ar Zurnalo pavadinimas raSomas
pasvirusiu $riftu (kursyvu). Zurnalams leidimo vietos ir leidyklos nurodyti
nereikia. Pavyzdziai:

ZURNALO REDAKCINEI KOLEGIJAI (Lietuvos kultdros tyrimy institu-
tas, Saltoniskiy g. 58, LT-08105, Vilnius) turi bati pateiktas straipsnio bei
jo priedy komplektas, atspausdintas popieriuje (A4 formatas, Sriftas Times
New Roman, 12 pt dydis, tarp eilu¢iy 2 intervalai) ir jraytas kompaktinéje
ploksteléje (programa Microsoft Word; skaitmeninés iliustracijos (*.tiff,
* jpg; rezoliucija 330 dpi)).

Redakdijai jteikiamas straipsnis turi buti autoriaus pasirasytas. Taip
pat turi bati nurodytas autoriaus elektroninio pasto adresas ir telefonas.

GUIDELINES FOR CONTRIBUTORS

The journal publishes original papers and sources in the fields of art
history, musicology and theatrology. Reviews of scholar publications are
also accepted. The possible languages are Lithuanian, English, Polish, in
some cases other languages. The article (with appendices) should not ex-
ceed 40 000 characters (with spaces). Articles presented for publication will
be reviewed by at least two reviewers.

THE STRUCTURE OF A PAPER OR STUDY should be as follows: the title, the
authors’ first name and surname, the name and address of the scholarly
institution, abstract, keywords, text, conclusions, list of references, list of
bibliography, summary and keywords in English (0.5 page), list of illustra-
tions, illustrations. Notes should be presented in the form of footnotes. An
alphabetical list of references and sources should be included. At the end
of the text, the date when the article was presented should be indicated.

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE TEXT. The names of the researches mentioned
in the article for the first time should be presented in full form; later,
the initial of the first name is not required, unless there are two or more
similar surnames. In such case, the initials should be presented before the
surname. Names of authors of sources and publications written in Cyrillic
alphabet should be presented in Latin transcription. Old personal names
can be presented in modern orthography with their original form given in
the list of references and sources.

Quoted publications should be presented in abbreviated form in foot-
notes: the name of the author, publication date, and the number of pages.
Detailed information about a publication should be presented only in the
list of references and sources.

Quotations in other languages may be given either in the original lan-
guage in the text or as a translation (in this case, the original quotation should
be presented in the footnote).

REQUIREMENTS FOR REFERENCES AND SOURCES. At the end of the article,
the quoted works and sources should be presented in alphabetical order
according to the author’s name or the first word of the title of a publica-
tion.

The name and surname of the author, the title of the publication, the
title of the book (or journal), volume (or issue), place of publication, pub-
lishing house, year of publication and the numbers of pages should be in-
dicated. The title of a book or a journal should be italicized. It is not neces-
sary to indicate the place of publication or publishing house for journals.

Titles of publications in Cyrillic should be presented in the original
language and orthography.

PAPERS SHOULD BE DELIVERED TO THE EDITORIAL BOARD (Lithuanian Cul-
ture Research Institute, Saltoniskiy 58, LT-08105, Vilnius, Lithuania). The
Editorial Board requests contributors to present the article and its appen-
dices both in printed form (A4 format, in 12 point Times New Roman with
double line spacing) and in electronic format on a (D, the latter prepared
using Microsoft Word. The illustrations should be scanned in *.jpg, * tif
formats with no less than 300 ‘dpi’ resolution.

The article presented for publication should be signed by the author.
The e-mail address and phone number of the author should be indicated.
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
