Straipsniai skelbiami lietuviy arba angly kalba su ne trumpes-
ne kaip 1500 spaudos Zenkly santrauka atitinkamai angly arba
lietuviy kalba. Atrenkant straipsnius prioritetas teikiamas angly
kalba para$ytiems straipsniams.

Kokybigkos ir informatyvios iliustracijos gali bati pateiktos
straipsnio tekste. Diagramos, grafikai turi bati *doc arba *xls
formato, kartoschemos, nuotraukos ir pan. — *cdr arba *tiff (re-
zoliucija maziausiai 300 dpi) formato.

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Instructions to authors

The journal GEOGRAPHY publishes scientific papers in the
following fields: physical geography, landscape geography,
social geography, cartography, geoinformatics and landscape
management. Papers in geoengineering and educology are also
welcome. Papers are published in Lithuanian and English. All
papers are reviewed.

GEOGRAPHY is published in two issues per year. Papers
submitted before February 1 can be included in the first issue.
The second issue of the journal is composed of papers submit-
ted before September 15.

The manuscript text should have an abstract (max 150
words) with key words, introduction, 2-5 chapters and conclu-
sions. The paper should not exceed 15 pages. The text should
be printed 1.5 lines spaced in Times New Roman 12 pt font.
Lithuanian authors should present also summary in Lithuanian
(with title and key words).

Figures should be self-explanatory and of best possible
quality. They may be presented directly in the manuscript.
Diagrams and charts should be presented in *doc or *xls file
formats; for cartoschemes and photos, please use *cdr or *tiff
file formats (resolution at least 300 dpi). Colour copies of fig-
ures are obligatory for the internet version of the journal.

Keep tables as simple and short as possible. Make sure their
layout is clear.

The manuscript should be submitted both in electronic
(MS Word) and paper forms. The hard copy (along with elec-
tronic copy on digital media) should be signed and submitted
to: Dr. Edvinas Stonevi¢ius, Department of Hydrology and
Climatology, Faculty of Natural Sciences, Vilnius University,

The list of references should be made in alphabetical order.

The titles of books and collections of papers in Cyrillic should
be transliterated into Roman script. Journal titles in Cyrillic should
be given in full and transliterated. The table (BGN/PCGN system)
