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Instructions to authors

Any employee of any Lithuanian higher school, re-
search institute or industrial enterprise can send his
or her article to “Geologija” collected papers, if the
article deals with new scientific or serious produc-
tion problems.

The articles in Lithuanian, English, Russian and
other languages are accepted depending on the reader
the article is devoted to. If the article is in English,
two summaries should be presented: in Lithuanian
and in Russian; if is in Lithuanian, summaries in
English and Russian are desirable. The article pre-
sented as a rule should not exceed 0.5 printer’s sheet
(11 manuscript pages with figures), but exceptions
are possible.

Structure of an article.

The title of the article should be given in capital
letters, starting from the left margin. The author’s
first name and family name in small letters go after
the title at the left margin. The right side of the
sheet should contain the bibliography of the article
in English, i. e. family name, initials, title of the
article, place and year of publication, journal num-
ber (No.), pages (P.), ISSN, abstract, keywords, dates
when the article was received and accepted, author’s
address. Double line spacing should be applied for
the text. Subtitles are desirable.

References in the text should be put in parenthe-
ses, indicating the author’s name and year of publi-
cation. The list of references should be made in al-
phabetical order. The titles of the references are given
in the original language, starting with the Latin al-
phabet, then followed by Cyrillic, and vice versa, if
the article is presented in Russian, e. g.:

Illustrations include photographs and shaded
pictures, which must be compact and fit for re-
production. Pictures must be distinct, made in
Indian ink or printed out on a laser printer. Their
format should not exceed A4 size; in case of
reduction, the size of drawings should be 17 x 24
cm, 11 x 14 cm or even less, so that it fits in an
8 ocom column. Linear scale should be
applied for maps and sketches. Inscriptions in the
drawings should be made in printing characters,
inserted by means of computer. Legends of illus-
trations should be presented on a separate sheet.
Tables are to be printed out on separate pages,
numbered and assigned titles.

Two copies of the article should be presented.
Manuscript is not returned to the author. Proofs for
corrections are sent only once.

The articles prepared are presented to the mem-
ber of the Editorial Board who supervises the branch
under consideration. Further, the article is sent to
an expert for a critical review. Afterwards the board
member decides whether the paper is fit for publica-
tion.
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
